One of the greatest gifts parents can give a child is a love of books. Small children who see
their parents reading will most likely grow up to be readers themselves. @This was *definitely
true for me.

Both my parents loved books. I have fond memories of (77 ) in bed, with my mother in
the middle and me and my sister on each side as she read us *Winnie the Pooh. I can remember
the look of happiness on her face as she read and her frequent bursts of laughter. The funny

thing is, ®I was really too young to understand the story at the time and often got the feeling

that she was reading it more for herself than for us. ©Still, I never forgot that pleasant
*coziness of being in bed together as she read.

My father had his own one-room cottage in our *backyard. I was *fascinated by it. Inside
(4 ) pens and pencils of all colors, paper, an old typewriter, and, of course, lots of books.
He was a professional writer, but I think he was always working on some unfinished novel out
there as well. And always reading something.

I couldn’t wait to be able to read myself. When I was five, I picked up a book and started
“reading” it out loud to some younger kids I was playing with. They were impressed, but what
they didn’t know was pthat I was only pretending to read. Even at that age, I knew reading
was cool.

Fortunately, my elementary school and the community library also promoted books for kids.
Every week we had library day, and the whole class went to the school library together to check
out books for pleasure reading. Then during vacation, the public library sponsored a summer
reading program, awarding *certificates to kids who read a certain number of books. Now I
realize (7 ) important this kind of *encouragement is for children.
